A TALE OF TWO FEASTS

During the Christmas Season, the Church observes five different “Feasts,” which is the
second-highest rank of liturgical observance in the calendar. Three of these are feasts of
saints; two are feasts of the Lord. The feasts of saints—Saint Stephen the First Martyr
(Dec. 26), Saint John the Evangelist (Dec. 27) and the Holy Innocents of Bethlehem (Dec. 28)—are observed
on weekdays between Christmas Day and New Year’s Day, but are omitted if any of those dates should fall
on a Sunday. The feasts of the Lord—Holy Family and Baptism of the Lord—are observed on Sundays, with
Holy Family right in the middle of the Christmas Season on the Sunday between Christmas Day and New
Year’'s Day, and Baptism of the Lord, the final day of the Christmas Season, on the Sunday following Epiph-
any.

This year, however, things didn’t work out that way. Because there was no Sunday between Christmas &
New Year’s, the Feast of the Holy Family was moved to the first weekday after Christmas that did not have a
saint assigned to it, Friday, Dec. 30. Because Epiphany occurred so late (last weekend, Jan.7-8), the Feast
of the Baptism of the Lord was moved to the day after Epiphany, Monday, Jan. 9. This means that most
Catholics were not present to celebrate these feast days because of their weekday assignment.

While the reassignment makes perfect sense liturgically, it is most unfortunate that these two remembrances
which speak so directly to us as a faith community got “lost in the shuffle.” Consequently, | felt that | would
use this first weekend after the conclusion of the Christmas Season to get in touch with what was missed. |
mention that these speak to us directly because each connects our experience with experiences of Jesus:
family life and baptism. For our Lord, family life came first, then baptism, while for most of us, the opposite is
true. Allow me to use the experiential order instead of the liturgical for my remarks.

For Jesus, baptism marked the end of his personal life as the son of a carpenter and the beginning of his min-
isterial life as the Son of God and the Son of Man. Nazareth was behind him; many towns and villages lie
open before him, leading to Jerusalem where his ministry would be fulfilled in his Passion, Death, and Resur-
rection. The Gospel tells us that only once after his baptism did the Lord return to Nazareth, and his reception
there was less than welcoming.

The family life of Jesus in the home with Mary and Joseph prepared him for this ministry. From his human
parents Jesus would learn of God and God’s relationship with his chosen people, the Israelites. From them
he would learn the Scriptures and the rich faith tradition into which he had been initiated via circumcision. In
addition, Jesus would come to know of family values, and the dignity of work. He would develop social skills
as he interacted with Mary and Joseph. When the period of his preparation was accomplished, he would
seek out John where the Holy Spirit would empower him to embrace a new life.

For us, baptism is also the beginning of our ministerial life, although that fact may not be immediately evident,
especially if that sacrament is given to us in our infancy. Our experience is Baptism first, then the molding
and shaping of our lives with their values and priorities through interaction with parents and siblings. The
“holiness” of that experience moves us toward a fuller understanding of and cooperation with God’s plan for
each of us. While, indeed, Baptism is our birth of water and the Holy Spirit, our sense of empowerment to do
the Father’s bidding comes to us through the Sacrament of Confirmation which occurs mostly during adoles-
cence.

What we must remember is that Baptism brings us into a family larger than household identity. It is our being
welcomed into the Holy Family of God, the Church. Household values and experiences need to be translated
into this larger community of faith. Our own family life is both introduction and initiation into ministry. Al-
though we did not have the opportunity to revisit this reality on the two reassigned feasts this year, may we
never lose sight of how we with Jesus, from baptism and through family life, are called to accomplish the
Father’s will for us, until we reach its fulfillment in the heavenly Jerusalem.
